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New challenges to face



First steps for managing the new material

• Close collaboration with other administrative departments (correspondents 

in each unit)

• Share expertise

• Documenting and archiving the material in homogeneous way

• Storing the material in rooms with proper environmental and lighting 

conditions

• Properly conserving the damaged material

• Bringing together all the parliamentary work archives under a central 

management

• Running an archives reading room



New material to be added to the Library’s archival collection

• The Parliamentary Control work archives (formal questions from MPs and 
civilians addressed to the Govenrment and their answers, petitions, 
applications to submit documents etc.)

• The archives kept to support all the parliamentary Committees’ work 
(unpublished minutes, paper work of Standing and Special Committees etc)

• Administrative material regarding the function of the Parliament

• Documents created by authorities outside the Parliament, collected by the 
administration or deposited by MPs to support the work of the Legislative 
Process or the Parliamentary Control (newspapers, articles, scientific studies, 
photographs etc.)

• Investigation Committees archives
