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History  

 

Founded in 1910 as the Colonial Institute  

by Dutch government and Dutch colonial companies  

with the objective to study and promote  

Å agriculture and industry in the colonies  

Å trade with the colonies  

Å public health in the colonies  

Å indigenous culture of the colonies  
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Å Changed its name to the Royal Tropical 

 Institute in 1950, after Indonesia gained 

independence.   

 

Å Since 1950s focuses on international 

development cooperation.
